From the Desk of Fr. Bill… 
 

This Wednesday Feb. 17 we will celebrate Ash Wednesday, the solemn beginning of the Lenten season. 
The Lenten season is an opportunity for all to be renewed spiritually through alms -giving, fasting and prayer. Al-
though God½s grace is ever present in our lives, the season of Lent is a special time to reverence God with heartfelt 
actions.  
This year I ask everyone to please make a special effort to attend our Parish Mission Retreat held at St. Mary½s Church 
in Remsen. Fr. Pearson from the Diocese of New Ulm has a special ministry, a gift from God to preach and to bring 
healing of heart, mind and body to those who come. There will be a great amount of different Mass times and 
events throughout Lent, we have inserted a Lenten schedule in this weeks bulletin, please save the schedule for fu-
ture reference.  
Fasting» means eating little or no food.  ºAbstinence» means not eating any meat. The Church asks us to fast on Ash 
Wednesday and Good Friday; a minimal fast means eating only one full meal that day, with two small meals and 
nothing between meals. Fasting is required of adults aged 18 to 60, unless illness prevents. All Catholics aged 14 and 
older are required to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday and all Fridays in Lent.  
Ash Wednesday takes its name from the fact that Christians anoint their foreheads with ashes. The practice dates 
back to early Christian times. It reminds us that, like Jesus, who died on Good Friday, we too are marked for death. It 
also reminds us that if we want eternal life, we must repent.  If you are thinking about what sort of penance to par-
ticipate in this Lenten season some suggestions include:  
1) Don½t attempt more than you can possibly do.  
2) Make your sacrifices meaningful ones.  
3) Attitude counts, be positive.  
4) Choose a penance that requires effort.  
5) Pray as a family, be it rosary, Scripture, Stations of the Cross, prayer unites families, and daughters and sons will 

never forget those moments as long as they live. God bless, Fr. Bill.
