From the Desk of Fr. Bill… 
This weekendõs readings should give us pause before we utter two commonly used phrases. How often we have pref-
aced a statement with ôif onlyõ or ôwhat ifõ?  If only usually has us living in the past.  What if can project us into the 

future with a note of uncertainty and anxiety.  If only tends to look backwards. It is concerned with things that cannot be 
changed (i.e. if only she had worn a seat belt, if only I had been faithful, if only I had taken the opportunity.) What if can 
lead us to look to the future with anxiety. What if I lose my job? What if our baby is not perfect? What if my health fails? 
Mark Twain once said: òMy life has been filled with terrible misfortunes, most of which have never happened. 
Next Sunday, March 28, there will be a St. Maryõs Parish Reconciliation liturgy at 4:00 PM. Let us be a people who live in 
the present - reconciled to God and to one another. It is too late to change past action but now is the best time to ask and 
receive healing. The Season of Lent begins with the call to reflect upon our sinfulness but not to stay there, rather a great 
Lent means celebrating the Sacrament of Reconciliation and receiving forgiveness, being renewed by Godõs love. What if the 
world comes to an end or this is your last Easter, you have done your faithful duty, and need not fear judgment. Please take 
the time to prepare for the great Easter celebration that will soon be upon us. Peace and joy, Fr. Bill.
